Fran asked Council to make suggestions of what changes they want to see happen when CSR HB 187 does go into effect.  Beth suggested that the entire hiring process be overhauled. Fran suggested that first opportunities be looked at.  Carol suggested that the way that comp. time and overtime are paid and not paid be looked at.  She said that many times it simply falls under “other duties as assigned”.  She suggested that there be checks and balances instilled University wide to assure that all departments comply with the new policies set forth and that everyone is treated the same.
