1. Welcome

· Fran Keeley welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Approval of Meeting Summary

3. CSAC and WSU Committee Reports
· Wage & Benefits (George Collins, Chair & Vickie Slone – Co Chairs) – Vickie Slone reported that the Committee met with representatives from WSU Human Resources (HR) on December 14, 2007.  Vickie distributed a summary of that meeting to the Council members present.  Vickie further reported that as the summary indicates many answers were given by a HR representative directly quoting the Ohio Revised Code or stating that they were currently working on the matter.  Council asked the Committee to pursue definitive answers from HR.  The Committee is also setting up a meeting with the HR Benefits Manager.

· Time-off issues were discussed at length by the Council.  It is believed that after the passing of the HB187 CSR resolution by the WSU BOT, leave issues will be studied more closely.
· Performance Impact is under review.

· Athletic Council (Abdul Shakur Ahmad and Sonny Osborne, Representatives) – Abdul reported that the Athletic Council will be hosting an Alumni Reception in conjunction with a basketball game in February.  He will keep the Council apprised of the event as details become available.

4. New Business
· House Bill 187 – Civil Service Reform (HB187 CSR) – Fran Keeley informed the Council that the resolution for HB187 CSR is expected to be presented to the WSU Board of Trustees (BOT) for vote at the January 31, 2008.  At this time there is no indication that the resolution will not be passed.
· USAC/CSAC Survey – Fran distributed a draft of a survey that USAC will be sending to the unclassified staff.  USAC asked if CSAC would like to collaborate on the survey.  The purpose of the survey is to gain clarification on issues brought forth from our earlier surveys.  The Council agreed that CSAC should collaborate with USAC on this project.
· WinterFest – Council was reminded of the January 31, 2008 WinterFest date and Council once again agreed to hold a 50/50 raffle with the proceeds being donated to a charity in Greene County.
· Volunteers – Volunteers were being sought to assist with selling the 40th Anniversary Throw at the WSU Men’s Basketball games – a sign-up sheet was passed around.
