Welcome

· Fran Keeley welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked everyone to introduce themselves by stating their name and department they work.  An agenda was distributed to each member that attended.

Approval of Meeting Summary

· Fran Keeley began this discussion by giving a brief summary of each committee for CSAC as well as CSAC university committee representation. New Business
· Committee Chairs:  Fran encouraged all Council members to consider chairing one of the CSAC committees.
· Membership:  Fran informed the members that we are currently at 20 members and that we should at least 22 members.  She has called the next two persons from the balloting list and is awaiting their response.

· Fundraising:  Fran informed the members that Joanie Hendricks has been working with vendors to update the throw (coverlet) that  CSAC sells for its fundraising efforts.  Due to the cost of manufacturing and shipping Fran further informed the members that Joanie is also working with vendors to provide us with something a bit more scaled down so that we had something that was inexpensive in manufacturing and give us more income for our scholarship fund.
· Fall Assembly and House Bill 187:  Attached to the agenda were amendments to the Current Ohio Revised Code (governing civil service) that became effective on July 1, 2007.  Fran informed the Council that she had received these new amendments one week earlier in a meeting with Allan Boggs, Assistant VP Human Resources.  In conjunction with the new amendments Fran shared a draft of the letter Human Resources plans to send to all classified employees of Wright State University.  After much discussion (and some debate) Fran asked each member to read these documents and check the HB187 website and forward all questions/concerns to her for discussions with Human Resource staff.  Cindy Riley motioned that Allan Boggs, Assistant VP Human Resources and Albert Bondurant, Director of Organizational Development, be invited to the Classified Staff Fall Assembly, October 17, 2007, to discuss these developments in what is now being called Civil Service Reform (HB187).  Motion was seconded by Sue Bevan and unanimously accepted by Council.
