Welcome

· Fran Keeley welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Center for Performance Excellence
· Fran introduced Cindy Schisler, Director of the Center for Performance Excellence.  Cindy explained the opportunities available through the Center.  Cindy informed Council that tuition remission is available for the courses offered through the Center. Cindy welcomed suggestions for future sessions.  Cindy also invited everyone to participate in Staff Development Day.
3. Approval of Minutes
· Jill motioned to approve the meeting summary from February 5, 2008 be accepted as submitted; Sonny seconded and accepted by Council as amended.
4. Committee Reports – CSAC and University

· Nominations & Elections Committee- Mike said that Kym, Carol, Joanie and Sue have volunteered to assist him with the committee.  He has sent a draft letter to the President’s Office and expects to have it approved and ready to distribute in a week.
· Athletics – Sonny reported that the Basketball team will not be losing a scholarship next year.  Sonny also reported that the swim team won the Horizon League.

· Dining Services – Sandy reported that the Burger King in the Hangar is a huge success.  Sandy reported that there have been concerns with theft in the Hangar over Winter Quarter.  They are working on ways to deter future theft.  Dining Services is working on texting the specials for the Union Market and the Hangar.  There will be discussion at the next Dining Services meeting as to whether or not to raise the meal plan for 2008-2009.
· President’s Award for Excellence – Jill reported that the nominations packets will be going our in April.  The deadline will be April 25,2008. Jill said the committee is considering whether or not to add a category for those employees who work on campus who are vendors or under contract with WSU.  She asked Council for input. Council members agreed that it would be good to have an award for these employees but this would not be the appropriate venue.  It might be appropriate to have a separate award for these employees and distribute it at the summer picnic.  Jill also reported that the representatives for the committee were asked to serve a two-year term and their term would be changed to coincide with CSAC and USAC terms.   Jill reported that it was also discussed whether or not to invite spouses or partners to the luncheon prior to the award ceremony.

Sue said she didn’t think the assemblies were advertised enough and suggested we distribute fliers.  Sandy said that people have a difficult time balancing their time between work, classes, committee meetings, and other commitments.  Kym stated that staff might be more likely to attend if assemblies were held over the lunch hour.  Fran said that she would check for space availability for the timeframe of 11-1.  Sue suggested that we send a message out to everyone’s on campus telephone much like Coach Brownell did inviting the campus to the basketball game.  Sue said this was a cost effective way to send messages through the Marketing Dept.
· University Staff Council-   Fran informed Council that Lynda Sykes will be at the next meeting to discuss staff concerns pertaining to the processing of payroll.
· Wages and Benefits -   Vickie stated she will be scheduling a meeting in George’s absence.  She will contact the committee with the date and time.
