· Guest Speakers Dr. Linda Ramey, aka “Dr. Green,” Associate Professor Environmental/Science Education, and Gina Mathis, Physical Plant

· Dr. Ramey spoke about the recycling efforts at WSU:
· What goes into recycling does not go into a landfill.  
· Gang Green started as a student club is now an environmental action group.
· They sponsor “Green Days” (an environment awareness program) a couple of times per year.
· A class will be offered in the Spring Quarter on recycling.
· Tips for recycling, think 10% less, such as in use of the car/gasoline, electricity, etc. and buy products that are recyclable.
· Gina Mathis spoke about sustainability:
· Sustainability includes chemicals, as well as recycling.
· All the cleaning equipment has been checked and updated to low emissions.
· The chemicals to clean have been changed to environmentally friendly products.
· High efficiency cleaning, with new technology, such as computerized wax applicators, now allows staff to do a job in one day that used to take a week to complete.
· We are still experiencing too much contamination by people placing trash or food containers into the bins, as well as unrecyclable items.
· We are capturing only 20-25% of recyclable items.
· Eliminated 11 custodial positions last year (unfilled positions) plus another 4 now.  Total custodial now at 57.  Custodial staff hours have changed to 4 a.m. start time with classrooms priority one, conference rooms/VP second, and offices third.
· Following suggestions were given to Gina:
· Use pictures instead of words on the recycling bins.
· Seek sponsors for containers, i.e., Pepsi offers containers shaped like a can, etc.
