C. Gail proposed  a WOW List of Things To Do:

1.  Get a copy of the WOW Constitution

2. On-campus mailing of updated WOW brochure

3. Post constitution and bylaws on WOW website

4. Finalize plans for October 9th luncheon

a. Gail will call League of Women Voters to request speaker

b. If speaker is available, Gail will find a larger meeting space

c. If speaker is not available, will request materials from League of Women Voters to distribute at October 9th luncheon

d. No speaker, date, time and purpose remain intact – a working luncheon to collect input from members on where the organization will go.

D. Tamarus gave an update on the Annual WOW Craft Show

3. Free advertising will be used

c. Free ad from Nutter Center will be requested

E. Nycia requested no un-necessary expenditures on items such as:

1.  Podium for meetings unless absolutely necessary

a. UCIE has a podium available for free

2. Luncheons – income cannot exceed expenses
a. Operating fund has declined because of luncheon expenses

b. Need to watch food costs

c. Pursue less expensive alternatives – box lunch, cold buffet, etc.

d. Possibly charge no-shows 

F. Craft Show Update

a. Craft Show Committee Members are Jamie Henny, Tamarus Stokes and Amy Hopkins

b. Breakfast for Vendors will be from Panera (Bagels, juice and coffee)

i. Suggested that a department sponsor breakfast for vendors

c. Fraternity members will be asked to help carry items in an out for the vendors to and from Lot 4.  The will also be asked to set-up and tear-down.

d. An area of blocked parking for vendors will be requested

e. Requests for volunteers will be sent after October’s meeting

f. A Listserv email will be sent to advertise the craft show (“Save the Date”).  Target date is September 29th.

g. Nycia will complete and analysis of this event to determine if it makes money.

G. Steering Committee will look at all events and determine which ones contribute to scholarship funds.  Will analyze whether the work involved is worth the profits for the scholarship fund.

H. Silent Auction – Nycia stated this event is very profitable.   Suggested 2 events for the upcoming year.

a. Lori suggested in addition to the December silent auction, a springtime “Basket Bonanza” silent auction be done.

b. Nycia proposed the second “Basket Bonanza” for the spring since WOW funds are not used .

c. Volunteers will be asked to donate baskets for event.  After discussion, committee decided that the Basket Bonanza will be the final WOW event of the year and will be held in May 2009.

d. There will be a prize for the basket that raises the most money.

e. Requests for donations for the December silent auction will begin.
