Attendance

Attendance standards to all Ranger Challenge events (PT and practice) are absolute. NO unexcused absences will be tolerated regardless of rank/MS class (extenuating circumstances will be judged on a case by case basis by CIC/Cadre). The first unexcused absence will result in corrective training, the second will result in dismissal from Ranger Challenge. All absences must be excused before or immediately after said absence via a note signed by a cadre member. This note must be hand delivered by the absentee to the CIC (cadet in charge) immediately. Cadets are allowed up to three (3) excused absences before membership in Ranger Challenge organization comes into question (determined by overall performance and CIC/cadre recommendation).
Standards

At all times cadets are required to show proper respect and courtesy to all military personnel regardless of branch of service or rank. Likewise Cadets are expected to exhibit a high standard of behavior when in the presence of civilians. Remember that there are both males and females in Ranger Challenge; cadets will act respectfully and tastefully at all times. Violations will result in corrective training.

There is no rank in Ranger Challenge as there is in regular units. All members of the team are equal and accountable to one another. However for every team (10 cadets) there is one Team Captain. Team Captains will be given proper respect and their guidance will be adhered to. A Team Captain may appoint a cadet/s to teach or take control of a certain task or event or even to fill in as Captain if necessary. While the appointed cadet is fulfilling their appointed tasks, all other cadets will be appropriately courteous and respectful.


Ranger Challenge PT is on Mondays and Tuesdays from 0630 to 0800. Cadets will fall into their regular battalion formation for attendance. Upon being given the order to fall out, Ranger Challenge cadets will fall out and reassemble on their team captain. Ranger Challenge cadets have a higher standard for PT in order to be an active member. Standards require that cadets maintain a 240 PT average with 80pt.s in each event. Cadets are graded on the 17-21 Army PT grading system. 

Cadets on the Ranger Challenge team must adhere to the battalion standards in regards to GPA. Any cadet who drops below the minimum will be removed from the Ranger Challenge Team and counseled.

Cadets on the Ranger Challenge Team will maintain a high standard of appearance. Uniforms will be clean and boots shined. During Ranger Challenge events males will be freshly shaved and have a presentable haircut. Females will have their hair up in a bun, or cut short enough so that it does not touch the collar. For further guidance on grooming standards see FM 670-8.

Competition

Two days are pivotal to cadets in the Wright State University Ranger Challenge Program: RCAS, and the Competition itself. 
RCAS or Ranger Challenge Assessment and Selection, will be conducted on 16SEP2006 from 0430 to 1830 on the WSU campus. This day will test the physical capabilities of all cadets, but more importantly it will test the mental toughness of all cadets trying for the Ranger Challenge Team (never give up, do not quit). Upon completion of this day cadets will receive a gold “Ranger Challenge” tab for wear on their Class A uniform and will be eligible to compete in the Competion.

The Ranger Challenge Competition is held annually in Ft. Knox, KY. This year the competition is from 20OCT2006 to 22OCT2006. The 20st and 22nd are spent traveling from WSU to Ft. Knox and back. The actual competition is on 21OCT. The competition hosts 27 teams from different schools all over the brigade. It begins with a PT test, and ends with a 10K forced road march. In between these events are: the one-rope bridge, land navigation, patrolling (written and practical), Basic Rifle Marksmanship (BRM), weapons assembly and disassembly, Hand Grenade Assault Course (HGAC) which are dispersed throughout the day (not in this order). Streamers are awarded for first place in individual events. Trophies are presented for best male/female PT, 3rd, 2nd, and 1st place overall as a team (10 individual trophies are presented to the 1st place team in addition to one giant trophy to be displayed at the winning school).
