Characterized by:
m  Di culty saying certain words
»  “Wabbit” instead of “rabbit”
» “Pasketti” instead of “spaghetti”
m  Di culty with the internal plurals
» “I have three test this week,” instead of “I have three tests this week.”
m  Stuttering, impaired articulation, or speaking quickly

Recognize that:
m  Speech or language impairment may result from a hearing or visual disability.
m  Problems may occur when students do not understand the meaning of words.

Useful strategies:
m  Storyboard
» Use index cards to create a storyboard of the student’s paper. is allows the writer to gain a visual
understanding of the organization of his paper without having to speak very much.
m  Maintain eye contact
