· Establish PSEO student enrollment and student completion numbers in 2008-09, then increase each data point by 1% annually.

· Establish numbers of schools and school districts participating in PSEO in 2008-09, then increase each data point by 1% annually.
· Numbers of students placing into developmental English and mathematics from the schools and school districts participating in WSU’s DEP and PSEO programs

· Establish numbers of students placing into developmental English and mathematics from the schools and school districts participating in WSU’s DEP and PSEO in 2008-09, then decrease the numbers for each data point by 1% annually.
