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OUTCOMES ASSESSED  

1. Students will acquire and be able to demonstrate basic library, computer, writing, and speaking skills.

2. Students will demonstrate a mastery of the anatomical knowledge gained in the anatomy courses.

3. Students will formulate a research proposal, demonstrate the ability to research a contemporary anatomical topic, and communicate the results orally and in writing to the anatomy faculty.

MEASURES EMPLOYED  

1. Written evaluation by the instructors for every student in each anatomy course.

2. Maintain a 3.0 GPA.

3. Successfully complete all required coursework in the program.

4. Successfully complete the oral comprehensive examination (course option).

5. Successfully write and defend an original research thesis (thesis option).

6. Exit interview and written evaluation of the program.
