FINDINGS

1. Students completed their courses with satisfactory performances.  

2. Alumni responses generally were positive regarding training for their future professions, but several responses indicated a need for more involvement with modern equipment and instrumentation and more “hands-on” experience with instruments such as nuclear magnetic resonance (NMR) equipment.

3. Performances on the standard ACS exams given were generally in line or above those expected for undergraduates at a nonselective state university.

IMPROVEMENTS


The department is continuing its efforts to upgrade its equipment and facilities.  Several other instruments were added this year, although the need for more advanced instruments remains a serious concern. An Instrumentation Committee in the Department is evaluating other equipment needs.  We continue to upgrade the computer facilities in the department and the availability of  “hands-on” experience with modern instrumentation.
