Improvements - Measures 1 and 2
The use of the ROX Self-Service, when coupled with the use of e-mail services has resulted in significant savings for the University.  Despite double digit increases in the populations of students served over the four-year period, the actual information and communication expenditures decreased by nearly $15,000.

It should be noted that the existing Banner software does not include the extensive student self-service component currently available through ROX.

Findings - Measures 3 and 4
As noted above, the reduction in various levels of the Academic Performance Scholarship (APS) was made at the direction of the Board of Trustees.  Those changes first took affect for the freshmen class of the 2002-03 academic year.  The following chart outlines the program changes in individual scholarship amounts along with the yield rate percentages for each component of the APS Program.  While the yield rates for the various APS scholarships vary from one year to the next, the total yield rates for the entire APS Program, reflect a consistent and continually decline in the overall yield rates.

Improvements - Measures 3 and 4
A sub-committee of the Enrolment Management Team (EMT) is presently evaluating changes in the APS scholarship awards beginning with the 2006-07 academic year.  Of particular concern to the sub-committee is the decline in the percent of annual tuition covered by each individual scholarship.
