FINDINGS
Outcome 1:
Since academic year 1998-1999 through academic year 2002-2003, 184 students who attended the Lake Campus have graduated with a four-year degree from the business college in Dayton. This five-year average shows that nearly 37 students per year begin at the Lake Campus and complete their baccalaureate in business at the Dayton Campus. 


Various discussions with area business leaders, focus groups, and business advisory boards have shown a growing need for both degree majors in business along with the need for more upper level offerings in business for existing employees in the service area of the Lake Campus.

Outcome 2:
Measures indicated a need to provide students with an opportunity to take what they are learning in the classroom and apply their knowledge in real working situations.

IMPROVEMENTS

Outcome 1:
After several meetings with the Raj Soin College of Business, a proposal for offering the junior level core requirements at the Lake Campus has been approved. Courses will be offered beginning Fall Quarter 2005 in the majors of management and marketing.


These offerings will provide individuals in the Lake Campus service area better access and affordability in pursuit of a baccalaureate degree in business. It is also believed that it will retain more students to finish their degree at Wright State University as opposed to transferring, after their first two years, to another college or university. 

Outcome 2:
Guided by faculty advisors in the business program a “Students In Free Enterprise” (SIFE) organization has been developed to support projects that focus on helping communities and students better understand and utilize the value and benefits of the free enterprise system.
