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OUTCOMES ASSESSED  

1. Students who participated in the discipline process due to an alcohol or drug violation were aware of the policy before they violated it.

2. The number of alcohol and/or drug violations was reduced in 2003-2004 as compared to the 2002-2003 due to the implementation of fines and Alcohol Edu. Workshop as sanctions for all 1st time alcohol violators.
MEASURES EMPLOYED  
1. A survey was sent to every student who participated in the university discipline process during the 02-03 academic year specifically asking if alcohol played a role in the incident they were involved in.  Additionally, they were also asked to respond if they were aware of the policy they violated prior to doing so. 

2. A comparison of the number of each type of alcohol related violations from the past two years was made.  Recidivism rates of those students who were issued sanctions of Alcohol Edu. and/or a fine were also reviewed to determine what percentage of students were repeat violators.
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FINDINGS

1. Upon reviewing the results of the surveys returned by students who were involved in incidents where alcohol played a role, (n=35) 15 respondents (43%) indicated that they were not aware of the policy they violated while 20 (57%) indicated they were aware of the policy prior to the violation.  
2. A comparison of the numbers and types of alcohol violations during the 02-03 academic year as compared to the 03-04 academic year show that there was virtually no difference in the amount and type of alcohol violations that took place from 02-03 as compared to 03-04.

3. A review of the recidivism rate for students who violated the alcohol policy a second time after being sanctioned to the Alcohol Edu. class and fined showed 35 (17.5%) students committed a second violation.
IMPROVEMENTS

1. The findings indicate additional efforts need to be made to educate students about the University’s alcohol policy.  This can be done a variety of ways including placing an emphasis on this topic at residence hall first floor meetings at the beginning of each quarter.  Additionally, electronic communication could be initiated with all students regarding not only the alcohol policy, but all policies contained in the code of conduct. Furthermore, a passive programming utilizing flyers and door hangers could be initiated to increase awareness of the policy and issue.  
2. The findings indicate that at least during the first year of implementation, the addition of a fine along with the Alcohol Edu. sanction resulted in no changes to the number of alcohol violations that took place from 02-03 to 03-04.  An increased awareness of the fines and other sanctions associated with alcohol violations may be needed.  Furthermore, more educational programming could be initiated to increase awareness of the policy and issue. Finally, increasing the severity of potential sanctions for repeat violators should be explored.
