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FINDINGS
Outcome 1:
Measures revealed that several businesses and industries in the Lake Campus service area have recently established and/or expanded services in graphic design technology, and are in need of qualified individuals with information technology training. 

Outcome 2:
Measures revealed that OIS program and its options continues to meet the program improvement measures established by the West Central Ohio Tech Prep Consortium and are thus eligible for FY 04 mini grant support through Tech Prep.

Outcome 3:
Measures revealed that with the implementation of more rigorous activities related to scholarship, leadership, and service the OIS students would excel in the field of Business Professionals.

IMPROVEMENTS

Outcome 1:
A new major, Information Technology: Graphic Design and Production, has been developed and forwarded to the UCAPC for approval. This new major in OIS will provide trained graduates in graphic design and thus meet a growing demand for skilled graphic design professionals. 

Outcome 2:
Applied for and received Federal Base Mini Grant through the West Central Ohio Tech Prep Consortium in the amount of $10,000 for program development beginning FY 04.

Outcome 3:
Implemented new and strengthened existing program activities for students’ professional development. As a result of these improvements, Lake Campus OIS student, Jessica Barga, was named the 2004 Outstanding Business Student in the Nation by the Association for Career and Technical Education.
