FINDINGS

Service Outcome #1:  Rape Aggression Defense Programs

The Rape Aggression Defense Program (RAD) provides opportunities for our students to participate in instructed activities regarding self-defense.  Police officers, who are responsible for documenting incidents of assault and sexual assault on our campus, determine from our victims who report an assault or sexual assault whether they participated in RAD and whether that participation reduced the severity of violence experienced during the incident or helped to avoid an incident of violence.

Service Outcome #2:  Crime Prevention Programs

The number and quality of crime prevention programs provided to our community members is very important.  The Crime Prevention Lieutenant evaluates the number and types of crimes on campus to determine what crime prevention programs will help to reduce crime rates on campus.  For example, in UVC 101 classes, we stress issues such as personal safety, property safety, underage possession and consumption of alcohol, the criminal justice process and drug abuse.  It is hoped that after participants participate in a crime prevention program, that they have heightened crime prevention awareness and practice effective crime prevention practices that reduce incidents of crime on campus.  We determine from our victim’s who report an incident of crime whether they participated in a crime prevention program and whether that participation reduced the loss involved, or severity of violence experienced during the incident or helped to avoid an incident of loss or violence.

IMPROVEMENTS

Findings showed that more RAD or RAD type programs are needed and that an expansion of the program may also be needed based on a review of participation rates and satisfaction surveys.  Particularly, we found that women participants overwhelmingly rated the program high in terms of satisfaction.  Therefore, we have collaborated with HPR to regularly conduct the Women’s Assault Awareness Protection System, which was created by the WSUPD specifically for WSU women students to meet the growing interest and needed for such a program.
Lastly, users/participants in crime prevention programs provide information regarding their interest in a particular program versus another; participation rates may indicate strong interest or lack of interest or their feedback may provide us with information that will assist in determining the manner of presenting crime prevention information, i.e. interactive versus passive presentation, use of expert speakers, or using students as trainers/presenters.  Crime rates involving property theft and opportunity theft indicate that additional programming in those areas is needed so that community members will be better prepared to be partners in suppressing incidents of crime on campus.
