The UA program will implement in AY 2004-05 an evaluative process based upon student portfolios of written work. Samples of this work will be assessed by Department faculty on an annual basis to address progress toward achievement of stated learning outcomes and potential opportunities for improvement.

Given that this is the first year we have implemented these measures, we were pleased to find that the UA program is meeting its objectives and producing the intended learning outcomes as evidenced by the survey scores of 2.0 or below on both measures (1 is best on a 5-point scale) and the high percentage of students successfully completing core courses.

Assessment data has been and will be discussed with Department faculty on a quarterly basis during AY 2004-05 to address progress toward achievement of stated learning outcomes and potential opportunities for improvement.

Data collection and storage processes will be enhanced in AY 2004-05 to ease the process of performance measurement.
