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NUR 212:  Nursing for Wellness Lifestyles is the course that nursing majors take to meet their Area VI GE requirement.  The course meets the GE Area VI Learning Outcome:

b.  Students will understand important relationships and interdependencies between the student’s major and other academic disciplines, world events or life endeavors.

The Area VI Assessment Plan was shared with the following faculty who teach NUR 212 during spring quarter, 2005:  Mary Lynd, Leatha Ross, and Ann Stalter. These faculty were asked to identify marker questions or essay questions that could be used for the assessment process.
In February, 2006 Leatha Ross brought to the CoNH Curriculum Committee 3 marker questions for the NUR 212 course taken by traditional BSN students and 2 marker questions for the NUR 212 course taken by RN-BSN completion students. Following discussion by the committee, a task force was formed and charged to bring back a new set of marker questions for approval. The task force included:  Leatha Ross, Donna Miles Curry, Bobbe Gray, Alice Teall, and Gail Moddeman. The task force has been asked to reported back to the Curriculum Committee by May 15.
