· Pass PRAXIS II (academic content knowledge) test.  100% of the 19 students who took the PRAXIS II exam in the 2004-05 academic year passed.
· Review of disaggregated PRAXIS II test scores.  These are not currently available to Ohio universities.
· Enter graduate school to complete professional licensure requirements.  100% of those who completed their applications to the CEHS graduate program were accepted.  (18 WSU SSE graduates applied; the 17 who completed their applications were accepted.)

List planned or actual changes (if any) to curriculum, teaching methods, facilities, or services that are in response to the assessment findings.
Two key changes to the SSE major, the restricting of PLS courses that SSE majors can take and adding GEO 343 (Concepts of Urban Geography), should be implemented in the Winter 2006 quarter (pending final approval by the Faculty Senate).  These changes should help students be better prepared to take the PRAXIS II exam.  In addition, the new Honors option for SSE majors, which should be approved by the Faculty Senate by the end of Fall 2005 quarter, will offer SSE majors one of two opportunities: either participating in service learning with high school students or writing a cross-disciplinary research project report.
