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Assessment Measures Employed

1. Students and parents complete program evaluations at the conclusion of the summer program assessing curriculum and program content.  Evaluation forms include questions concerning the quality of curriculum, instructional staff, and instructional strategies.

2. Instructors submit ethnicity reports in connection with each enrichment course.

3. Statistical data is compiled for the Pre-College annual report (summarizing ethnicity, gender, etc., of each program.)
Assessment Findings

1. Program evaluations indicate that students choose our programs primarily for the opportunity to gain or expand knowledge, and enhance social skills/make new friends. 

Program evaluations rate the following academic areas as excellent or good:

quality of curriculum (93%)

quality of instructional staff (96%)

quality of instructional strategies (96%)

2. The Office of Pre-College Programs fulfilled its mission of serving and attracting a diverse pre-college student population. The enrollments met or exceeded the Pre-College benchmarks (see below) for African American and Asian students and came within .5% of the targets for Hispanic and Native American participants. Programs Improvements
Program operations are assessed and reviewed annually.  As a result of the 2005-2006 assessment and the 2005 program evaluation, the following program functions were adjusted for summer 2006:
A. The 7th – 9th grade Discovery course offerings were renamed Camp Odyssey, and the daily schedule was redesigned.  The schedule included unique lunch and swim times, as well as course offerings with a greater academic focus in order to provide students with a college preparatory experience.  Courses included:  
1. Biology of the Senses – Science 
2. Artistic Eye – Art elective

3. Journalism – writing and  project preparation

4. Home Sweet Homepage –web based course

5. Spanish/French – foreign language courses

6. Interpersonal Skills – conflict resolution course

7. Writer’s Workshop – focuses on the writing process

8. Investigating Geometry – Mathematics

9. Social Psychology – Social science

2007 Program Improvements

1. Outcome surveys (Summer 2006) will be used to enhance curriculum and improve program design of enrichment courses in the summer of 2007.   

· Student post-assessment expectations will be used to further develop and/or enhance curriculum for 2007 summer programs.

· Workshop courses will be added to continue to meet student enrichment expectations and/or academic needs based on recommendations from the surveys.  

2. Design and develop enrichment courses that mirror the strengths of Wright State and model the diversity efforts of the university.
