Assessment Findings:

1. CORE and CACREP have approved the programs through 2009 and 2011. 

2. Programs have been reviewed and approved by the Ohio Board of Education and State Counselor, Social Worker, and Marriage and Family Therapy Board

3. Survey data from Alumni Perceptions Survey 2005-2006 shows graduate satisfaction 

4. There were 67 graduates from the programs listed above. The number of MRC degrees was 11,  35 graduates received heir MS degrees, and 20 graduates received their M.Ed. 

5. Professional Counselor Licensure Exam pass rate for graduates was 24/30 or 80%; and PRAXIS II pass rate: 20/20 100%
