1.  ASSESSMENT MEASURES EMPLOYED

The areas cited above were assessed by members of the music faculty and staff, using curricular material, syllabi, student exit questionnaires, and responses from WSU Administration

2.  ASSESSMENT FINDINGS

All areas were found in compliance with NASM standards, although issues related to the physical plant remain incomplete, until they are addressed as part of the upcoming WSU Capital Plan.  The response to the NASM report was prepared and sent to NASM ahead of the October 1, 2006, deadline.
