1. ASSESSMENT MEASURES EMPLOYED 

Two  students completed the Master of Science Degree in Mathematics  during this time period.  

Both students took comprehensive exams over six courses  near the end of their program of study, and submitted exit surveys after completing all program requirements.

2.  ASSESSMENT FINDINGS


The comprehensive exams cover six courses in the program of study.  Both students were successful in passing their written comprehensive exams, indicating an understanding of the ideas covered in these courses, and an ability to communicate these ideas.


The exit surveys indicated high satisfaction with the quality of the instruction and the quality of the program.

In response to ideas for improving the program, both students suggested a wider variety of 700 level course offerings.
