DEMOGRAPHICS

64% women vs. 36% men responded, with nearly all being undergraduates.  30% first-years responded, with slightly decreasing numbers as year goes up.  Fairly even split between on-campus and off-campus residency.  40% of those who responded to the optional race category were white, while 28% were black.  Age distribution  and class rank were fairly even across the board.

SURVEY

There was a fairly even split for involvement in student organizations, along with quarterly attendance at campus events.  

In the optional fill-in for favorite campus events, the students’ most popular answers were comedy shows, basketball games, May Daze, and Fall Fest.

Most students heard about campus events through fliers and friends, with facebook and email secondary.

Students prefer to find out about events mostly via email and fliers, with word of mouth and facebook secondary.

Students prefer to attend events all throughout the week, with Friday the most popular followed by Thursday and Wednesday.  Evening is the most popular time of day, followed by afternoon.

The vast majority of students would attend weekend events on campus, mostly in the afternoon or evening.

Students want to see:

· Amateur (80), improv (80), and professional comedy acts such as Dave Chappelle.

· Hip-hop/rap (75) and local band (59) concerts.  Least popular: Indie at 22 students.

· Christian music was the largest write-in concert at 9 students.

· Comedy movies (122), and also action (84) and drama (71).  Least popular: Indie at 26 students.

· Pop-culture/celebrity speakers (74), and also authors (61), current events (53) and self-help/motivational (51).  Least popular: GLBT at 14 students.

· In the other events category, game shows (79), karaoke (63), and carnivals (62) were most popular.  Inflatables (29) and caricature artists (20) were least popular.
