1. ASSESSMENT MEASURES EMPLOYED



Briefly describe the assessment measures employed during the 
year.  

· Parents’ Weekend participants (WSU parents) were asked to complete a written survey to assess their satisfaction with the program and activities implemented.  The major challenge was to increase the participation rate.
· A SWOT analysis was completed by members of the Alcohol Coalition during a planning retreat that culminated a year of reorganization and evaluation of the coalition’s effectiveness in the implementation of alcohol education and prevention efforts.   Members of the Alcohol Coalition represent a broad constituency, including staff, faculty, and students.
2.  ASSESSMENT FINDINGS

briefly describe the findings for each.
· The effectiveness of the programs offered during 2006 Parents’ Weekend was evaluated utilizing a rating scale of 1-5, with a “5” being the highest rating.  Survey results indicated that the majority of respondents rated individual activities “4” or “5”.
· General satisfaction with Parents’ Weekend in general indicated 44% of the respondents rated Parents’ Weekend as “Good” and 29.6% rated the program as “Excellent”.
· SWOT analysis of the Alcohol Coalition’s effectiveness in the implementation of alcohol education and prevention efforts indicated the following: Strengths-collaboration and commitment of coalition members, institutional memory/history of members, including data for the past 15 years, revitalization of coalition subcommittees.  Opportunities-engaging new student leadership, programming during SOAR and First Weekend.  Threats-multiple commitments of coalition members resulting in a hesitation to be involved in coalition activities.  Weaknesses-lack of clear goals and mission statement engaging new coalition members.

A new format for the second day of Parents’ Weekend programming was implemented during this cycle.  Assessment results indicated participants (parents) preferred a previous format that was less complicated.  Plans are underway to implement those results.


Results from the SWOT analysis of the Alcohol Coalition indicated that efficiency and purpose would be increased if coalition members re-examined the mission statement and re-committed to a new mission statement and organizational structure.  Plans are currently underway to implement those results. Additional findings will be implemented during the next assessment cycle.
