2. Assessment Findings
Virtually all of our students have gone on to significant opportunities and jobs which build upon their BA degrees in film history, history, and criticism.  In exit interviews, students exhibit mastery of thinking and critical skills and enthusiasm regarding their training.  

3. Program Improvements
As a result of the number of students who have received screenwriting prizes and entered national competitions, we added a course that has not been taught in over 6 years: Writing the Feature Film (Advanced Screenwriting).  In order to make up for the absence of a faculty member, students who were given the opportunity to take an additional class in the film history of France, England, and Italy in a subsequent quarter as an upper-level course.

No changes were made, although modifications are currently being made to the Assessment Plan to conform to additional measures that we have long been practicing.
