We are currently evaluating our undergraduate programs in light of new directions the department will be taking over the next few years. We will likely be making substantive changes to our undergraduate curriculum especially in the number of programs offered at the undergraduate level and in the field experiences of undergraduate students. For example, the course that served as the content assessment end point (GL434 Field Geology) has been dropped from the department curriculum.  The Undergraduate Studies Committee will work this year towards reassessing what course(es) will collect assessment data in the future. This will directly impact our future assessment plans.
