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1. ASSESSMENT MEASURES EMPLOYED

Comprehensive exams are given near the end of the completion of the program of study.  Those in the thesis option, take two exams over two areas.  Each exam covers two advanced courses.  Thesis students must also present their thesis in a formal seminar. Those not in the thesis option take three comprehensive exams.  Each exam covers two courses.

Exit surveys are administered after the completion of all program requirements.

Alumni surveys are conducted periodically.

2.  ASSESSMENT FINDINGS


Two students completed the program during this assessment period. Both had elected the thesis option.  The students were successful in passing the written comprehensive exams.  Each student  completed a thesis and presented the results in a formal seminar.  Both  have been accepted into doctoral programs in mathematics, which is a measure of success. 


The students seemed very satisfied with the quality of the program, and the quality of the instruction.


Few alumni surveys were returned.  The returned surveys indicated overall satisfaction with the program.  The alumni that responded had found employment teaching mathematics at the high school or community college level.
3.  PROGRAM IMPROVEMENTS

It would be good to offer a wider variety of 700 level graduate mathematics courses.  This would make the program more adaptable to student interests.  The thesis option provides some flexibility, and should be encouraged.  Efforts to increase enrollment  should continue.
