· Parents’ Weekend 2007 was held February 9-11, 2007.

· Outcome-general satisfaction with Parent’s Weekend activities.  Results indicated that the 90% of survey respondents rated Parents’ Weekend as excellent or good.

· Outcome-the majority of respondents rated Parents’ Weekend events “4” or “5” on a five point scale with “5” being the highest rating.
