2. Statistical data on initial placement assessment levels, subsequent academic performance, and student persistence at WSU of the DEP and PSEO students from partnering school districts. 

3. Student course evaluations of the Dual Enrollment Program (DEP) curriculum and program content.  Evaluation forms include questions concerning the quality of curriculum, instructional staff, and instructional strategies.
4. Feedback from partnering school district representatives and inter-university faculty/staff discussion sessions.  
Assessment Findings

1. 2007-08 statistical data provided by WSU’s Office of Institutional Research show the following benchmark (baseline) enrollment numbers for the PSEO/Dual Enrollment Programs (partial year for DEP) at WSU Dayton and Lake Campus:
· WSU Dayton = 93 students

· WSU Lake Campus = 78 students

· Total at WSU = 171
2. 2008-09 will be the initial full year of WSU’s Dual Enrollment Program partnerships established within multiple southwestern Ohio school districts by both WSU Dayton and Lake Campus.
