LEADERSHIP PROGRAMS

A quantitative assessment was completed by approximately 30 students who attended the summer Take Flight Leadership Conference.  Students rated 20 aspects of the conference on a scale of 1-5 (5=Excellent).  All aspects of the conference were rated with an overall score of 4.00 or higher out of 5 points.  One questioned asked the overall satisfaction of the conference and the overall score was 4.57 out of 5 points.  The conference continues to be well received by student leaders.
CAS STANDARDS

An internal review of the Council for the Advancement of Standards was conducted for student programs and activities.  The staff has outlined several initiatives including the development of learning outcomes as ways to improve the overall student activities operation.

Involvement in fraternities and sororities showed an increase in the second and third quarters at WSU, while the national trend showed decreased involvement.  Initiatives are in place to show an overall increase in involvement for 2008-2009 by 5%.  A series of discussions are taking place to improve the recruitment process, which is intended to generate greater interest in Greek Life, and to improve the academic performance of the new members.

We will continue to utilize the leadership conference format with a variety of student populations due to the success and impact of this second attempt at a summer conference.
