1. ASSESSMENT MEASURES EMPLOYED
		Briefly describe the assessment measures employed during the 	year.
· Course evaluation data from all undergraduate nursing courses were collected and compiled for review during 2009-10 by Program Assessment Committee.
· Reviewed profiles of students who twice failed to achieve the passing standard on HESI exit exams in NUR 424.
· Educational Benchmarking Inc. (EBI) Undergraduate Nursing Exit Assessment surveys were collected from all BSN graduating students during their final quarters.
· CoNH End of Program Survey data were collected and analyzed.
· Alumni and Employer Surveys were held pending a change from annual survey of 1, 3, & 5 year Alumni and their Employers to a computerized EBI benchmarking survey to be initiated in 2010.

2.  ASSESSMENT FINDINGS

· CoNH Program Assessment Committee will review all assessment findings and make recommendations for program improvement during year 2 of the Assessment cycle in 2009-2010.

3.  PROGRAM IMPROVEMENTS

· Comprehensive Testing policy began implementation in summer 2008 and continued throughout 2008-09. EVOLVE Reach Powered by HESI standardized exams were administered throughout and at the end of the pre-licensure nursing curriculum to determine mastery of content and ability to apply knowledge using critical thinking. Results are available to students to assist them in identifying their strengths and areas needing remediation. Remediation materials specific to the individual student is available on the Elsevier on the EVOLVE website EVOLVE Case studies and practice questions are integrated in clinical courses across the curriculum.

· Clinical Skills competency testing has been implemented in a simulation case scenario format across the two beginning nursing lab courses. 

· UG Curriculum Committee approved the Philosophy, Mission, Curriculum Framework and Model, and BSN Outcome Criteria integrating the 2008 AACN Baccalaureate Essentials for Nursing Education.


4.  ASSESSMENT PLAN COMPLIANCE

· Employer and Alumni Surveys were not collected due to planned change to EBI survey procedures every three years.

5.  NEW ASSESSMENT DEVELOPMENTS

· The Program Assessment committee will need to revise and update the Evaluation and Quality Improvement Plan and CoNH Assessment Plan to reflect the revised Philosophy, Mission, Curriculum Framework/Model, and Outcomes that were approved and will be implemented with the Semester revision of the BSN Curriculum in 2012.
