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1. ASSESSMENT MEASURES EMPLOYED

Comprehensive exams are given near the end of the completion of the program of study.  Those in the thesis option, take two exams over two areas.  Each exam covers two advanced courses.  Thesis students must also present their thesis in a formal seminar. Those not in the thesis option take three comprehensive exams.  Each exam covers two courses.

Exit surveys are administered after the completion of all program requirements.

Alumni surveys are conducted periodically.

2.  ASSESSMENT FINDINGS


Two students completed the program during this assessment period.  Both did well in the program and successfully passed the written comprehensive exams.  One of the students selected the thesis option, and wrote an excellent thesis. He is now a Research Associate at the Center for Operational Analysis at AFIT.

Responses on the exit survey indicate satisfaction with the quality of the program, and the quality of instruction.  The benefits of small class sizes and supportive faculty were specifically mentioned.  In response to suggestions for improvement, one comment addressed the possibility of offering a wider selection of courses.
3.  PROGRAM IMPROVEMENTS


The Mathematics Graduate Program continues to attract a core of strong students from the local area who are well qualified for the program. Increasing enrollment in the program would allow the Department to offer a wider array of 700 level mathematics graduate courses, which would provide more options for these students.   In particular, faculty should continue to encourage strong students in the undergraduate programs in mathematics to consider graduate work.
