1. ASSESSMENT MEASURES EMPLOYED
· Advisory Committees, Lake Campus and Dayton Campus Business Faculty, and Business Enterprise Center:  These groups continued to review curriculum updates and upper level course offering needs.  

2. ASSESSMENT FINDINGS

· First-year enrollment in upper level courses continues to be minimal.  Some courses have been canceled due to low enrollment.

PROGRAM IMPROVEMENTS
· It is recommended that tracking of the students enrolled in the upper level courses continue with the additional marketing of available courses at upper level.  

· Tracking should include the success in students’ learning outcomes and eventual articulation into a baccalaureate program.

· No major deviations to the assessment plan have been experienced.  Careful monitoring of the upper level course offerings and articulation will continue.  
5. NEW ASSESSMENT DEVELOPMENTS 

Will continue to develop and revise means of tracking students enrolled in upperr level courses.

Decision will need to be made regarding inactive status for program. As of Fall 2009, 14 Day Report indicates 3 students are enrolled in this degree.
