OHECC - A History of Collaboration 
The Ohio Higher Education Computing Council was formed in the early 1970s to foster 
communication between higher education IT professionals across the state of Ohio. 
Initially, the conference was focused on senior management at the core schools, but 
over the years was broadened to support the full range of IT roles. OHECC has also 
welcomed participation from other schools in the region such as Ball State University 
and the University of Louisville. The first conference was hosted by Bowling Green in 
the fall of 1976, followed by Kent State in early 1977 and Cleveland State in the fall of 
1977. 
 
In 2003, the CIOs from the Inter-University Council formed a Program Committee 
made up of representatives from 5 schools to better manage and support an annual 
version of the OHECC conference. Here is a roadmap of OHECC conferences since it's 
rebirth:
