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News for International Studies  
Majors & Minors  

 As we head into the depths of winter, let me offer a few reminders.  Students with a cumulative GPA of 3.0 (and 

a 3.5 in the major) may qualify to graduate with departmental honors in International Studies.  As you may know, 

honors graduates receive special recognition at graduation and the notation on your diploma and transcript is a 

nice touch, sure to impress prospective employers.  See me early in your senior year if you are interested in find-

ing out more about this opportunity. 

 

Another nice touch for the résumé---and another way of distinguishing yourself from the rest of the pack---is to go 

on a study abroad trip or to do an internship.  Please contact the University Center for International Education (at 

775-5745) to learn about the assortment of trips available.  For example, Iôm currently looking for two more stu-

dents to study human rights in Vietnam, Cambodia, and Thailand this summer, but there are also upcoming trips 

on various subjects to Ireland, Spain, France, and Germany, among others. 

 

If you have a 3.0 GPA or better, there is also the incredible opportunity offered by the Washington Center intern-

ships, in which you spend a quarter living in DC and getting your foot in the door (while receiving credit toward 

graduation) in one of a wide variety of governmental or non-governmental organizations. Many of our majors 

who have participated in this program have been offered jobs in DC upon graduation.  Career Serviceôs Deborah 

Wilburn (775-2556) is your go-to person for this tremendous opportunity.  Whereas our internship offerings in the 

Dayton area are much more limited, we do have relationships with a handful of organizations.  It is best to contact 

me in your junior year about these possibilities. 

 

You should have already received an e-mail from me regarding this, but I wanted to be sure that you are aware of 

two new scholarships for 2009-2010: the Liberal Arts Student Leadership Scholarship and the Liberal Arts Study 

Abroad Scholarship.  For the leadership scholarship, applicants must be engaged in leadership activities either on 

campus or in their communities.  For those interested in the study abroad scholarship, a study abroad trip must be 

planned and approved before funds are distributed.  For both scholarships, applicants must have a minimum cu-

mulative 3.0 GPA as of Winter 2009.  Applicants must plan to enroll at WSU for the 2009-2010 academic 

year.   Applicants are eligible to receive only one of these scholarships and are asked to apply for one of these 

scholarships only, not both.  Individual scholarships could be as high as $1,000-$2,500 each.  The application 

forms are available in the Dean's Office, 163 Millett, and online on our home page, http://www.wright.edu/cola/ .  

Applications are due to the Dean's Office by April 3, 2009. 

 

Finally, let me remind you that all students must apply for graduation months ahead of time (for example, if 

youôre planning to finish up in June, you must apply by early March).  As part of the application process, all IS 

majors must meet with me to receive a grad check well before that deadline.  At our meeting, weôll go over your 

file one more time, to ensure that there are no last minute surprises, and (in an effort to assess and improve the IS 

program) Iôll conduct an exit interview with you---to hear your views on the strengths and weaknesses of the ma-

jor.  Youôll also be given the opportunity to express your views anonymously, through a survey that Iôll send out 

to you in your last month here.  At the time of the grad check, every graduating senior needs to bring along a 

copy of a research paper, which will be analyzed (keeping your identity confidential) for assessment pur-

poses. 
 

Thatôs about it for now.  As always, donôt hesitate to call on me if you have questions or need assistance sorting 

through the major and planning for graduation.
