Graduating in August 2012? You have to apply for it. See Dr. Green for a grad check. The deadline for submit-
ting applications is May 25. In order to apply for graduation you will need to schedule a grad check with me before
that date. Please bring a copy of one of your research papers with you to that meeting (it involves accreditation).

Looking for a little more certainty about the future? If you haven’t done so already, check out the WSU Fall
2012 Semesters website on the WSU homepage. It provides a plethora of information regarding the transition, in-
cluding the IS check sheet for semesters.

If you take a look at the semesters check sheet, you’ll see that the course numbers have changed, but the require-
ments are remarkably similar to those under the quarter system. All the same tracks are still there and you still need
5 courses for the IS core and 7 for the tracks.

In terms of changes, please note that, CSE 250 is being replaced by EC 2500 (Economic Systems of the Global
South) and HST 200 will become HST 3900 (Global Encounters). Also, I’ve been told to encourage you to take
ART 2140 over 2120, since (depending on who is teaching it) you may hear that ART 2120 has a prerequisite.

If you have notified CoLA advisor Forest Wortham (forest.wortham@wright.edu) of your track, you should be able
to see your semester DARS (if you haven’t done so, please zip him an email with your name, the last four digits of
your UID, and your major and track). Then just go into DARS, click “What-If,” and select “Semesters.” You should
check your quarters DARS against the semester DARS to be sure that all your courses are showing up, and let Mr.
Wortham know if there is a discrepancy or if you have questions with how the courses transferred from quarters to
semesters.

Hard copies of the IS checksheet for semesters are currently available on the rack just inside the front door of the
Political Science department and located on the IS web page. If you have questions about the major, or need help
with course planning, just let me know.

As we head toward the big change, keep this in mind:

¢ Ifyou’re not a math person, try to knock out MTH 145 this summer, while it is 5 weeks long (and not 14
weeks).

¢ Don’t bother taking CS 205 if you haven’t already. It won’t be a requirement under semesters (on the
other hand, if you have taken it, it will count as an elective).

¢ Don’t get stuck part way through the science or language sequence. If you have one more science to do,
try your best to get it out of the way before we go to semesters. Same thing with a year of foreign lan-
guage (if you’re in French or Spanish, try to take 103 or 203 this summer to finish off that year of the lan-
guage).

Semesters are coming, ready or not. Forest Wortham (forest.wortham@wright.edu or 775-2601) can field all
your GE and many of your transition questions and I’m here for the major. Just let us know how we can help.

Happy spring to each of you! This is such a transitional time for our students — advanced students are com-
pleting their thesis work, the first year students are starting to map out their thesis proposals, and future stu-
dents are completing admission interviews. Lots of activity!

Don’t let too much time pass between appointments with your thesis advisor. This is especially important
for students who will remain in classes beyond August 2012, when the university “flips the switch” and be-
gins operating on the semester calendar. Students planning to graduate in August must submit their applica-
tion to graduate (along with the $35 fee) to the Graduate School by June 15.

As each of you know, it is extremely important to use your time in graduate school wisely, to gain experi-
ences, make connections, and develop your skills to the fullest. Our students have a great record of com-
pleting successful internships, both paid and volunteer, throughout the United States and around the world.
These experiences are not only valuable connections to “the real world,” but they are great networking op-
portunities for life after graduate school and they can be a lot of fun, too. Please work closely with the fan-
tastic staff in WSU Career Services to prepare for interviews and arrange for your internships, which may
be taken either for credit or not.

The other major professional opportunity available to students while they are in graduate school is to pre-
sent at academic conferences. This past year, we have had a record number of our current students present
at regional, national and even international conferences. Students often submit abstracts related to their the-
sis research, essentially using the conference as a way to establish a deadline, complete high quality work,
and receive faculty feedback on the strengths and weaknesses of their research. Take some time to look
over the list of professional associations that is provided in the ICP Grads WINGS Group Studio — strong
opportunities exist within multiple subfields. Most professional associations offer low-cost or even free
graduate student memberships.

First year students should be planning to attend the thesis planning workshop, especially designed for first
year students in the ICP M.A. program, on Tuesday, May 1%, from 5:30-7:00pm in 044 Rike Hall. Contin-
uing students who want a “refresher” on processes and procedures related to the ICP thesis are welcome to
attend as well.
