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GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Credit Hours/Grade Point Average Required for Graduation:

Complete 192 hours with minimum 2.0 cumulative grade point average and maintain a C or higher in all
approved WMS courses.

Complete the University General Education (GE) requirements including Writing Intensive (WI)
course(s) in GE.

Complete 16 hours in core WMS major courses at Wright State.

Complete 31-36 hours in additional WMS major courses at Wright State.

Complete 52-65 hours of free electives.

Minimum of 2 Writing Intensive (WI) courses in the major

Complete at least 60 credit hours in upper division courses (those numbered 300 and above).

(At least 30 credit hours must be at Wright State.)

Complete residency requirements. 45 credit hours taken at Wright State. (15 of the last 45 hours for
the degree must be taken in residence).

No more than 8 hours of HPR courses are counted toward total credit hours.

Courses numbered below 100 are NOT counted toward total credit hours.

Complete at least 100 credit hours within the College of Liberal Arts (includes Economics and
Psychology).

Complete graduation check with Women’s Studies Director.
