• Submit a separate paragraph which describes your financial need.  The paragraph should include scholarships 
and/or financial aid you will be receiving or for which you have applied. 

• Submit three letters of recommendation from non-family members (employers, teachers or faculty, coaches, etc.) 
that focus on leadership ability.
