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This letter is to provide you with the final details for the upcoming commencement ceremony.

While we will not require tickets for this June ceremony, we expect to reach full capacity seating
in the Nutter Center. Should the need arise we will expect to have additional seating with a live
feed (real-time showing) of the ceremony available in the McLin Gymnasium, adjacent to the
arena. This area will provide a more Qip close and personalQopportunity to watch the ceremony.
Also, this room may be more comfortable for those who have difficulty with stairs and/or families
with young children.

We have taken every step necessary to provide each of you with a ceremony of which you will be
proud. To maintain a dignified ceremony for all graduates, | ask your cooperation in the following
ways:

* To avoid interference with the sound system, please turn off all cell phones before
entering the arena and leave them off during the ceremony.

* Graduates are to remain in their seats until moving forward to receive diplomas and are
expected to remain throughout the entire ceremony.

* Please do not stop moving forward when you receive your diploma, continue immediately
to your seat. (Stopping may prevent another graduate from being photographed.)

* Guests attending the ceremony are to remain in their seats throughout the ceremony.

* No air horns, inflatable or popping items are to be brought into the arena.

* Silly string is not to be brought into the arena--this is especially important to prevent the
accidental fall and injury of a graduate or other attendee.

* Champagne and other bottled beverages are not to be brought into the arena.

A quick note about cell phones: it is extremely important that cell phones be turned off upon
arrival. We have experienced serious interference between cell phones and the sound system.
Please help us ensure that the name of each graduate is audible when read.

Graduation from college is certainly an event to celebrate. You should be proud of your success
and excited about the future for which you have prepared. By following the above restrictions,
you will help ensure proud memories.
