HONOR PROJECTS

Money is available for undergraduate
honors projects ($100 maximum ). Submissions
are accepted at any time during the academic year.

Applicant Criteria:

1. Wright State University or WSU- College of
Nursing and Health Honor or STARS student

2. Does not need to be a Zeta Phi Member

Submission Guidelines:

1. Cover letter requesting funds signed by
applicant and faculty mentor

2. Copy of Honors or STARS project proposal

3. Budget

CLINICAL SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS:

Amounts awarded are up to $2,500.
Criteria for the Clinical Scholarship Grants:

1. Grant should be approximately 6-8
pages in length.

2. Support clinical scholarship focused on
outcomes  (i.e. conducting research, utilizing
research, research based quality improvement
projects) that have applications in multiple
settings. A project can be conducted at a

single site if it has implications broader than a
single site.

3. Congruent with Sigma Theta Tau International's
mission of promoting the scientific base of
practice and advancing the development and
application of knowledge.
