Invention Review Panel
The Vice President for Research and Graduate Studies will appoint an Invention Review Panel, with University General Counsel, Assistant Vice President for Research, and Technology Transfer Director serving as ex-officio members.  Other members may be appointed from faculty, administrators, and non-University members.  The appointees to the Invention Review Panel should be familiar with research and the patenting process.

Members of the panel may be called by the Technology Transfer Director on an ad hoc basis to address the following:

· Evaluating invention disclosures with regard to patentability and commercial potential;

· Recommending the investment of university resources in disclosed technologies to move them to the next level of development;

· Recommending which technologies to release (either to the inventor(s) or the sponsor);

· Providing advice and assistance regarding licensees and license agreements; and

· Providing inventors with guidance on the best course of future research and development efforts in order to maximize the commercial potential of an invention.

The Vice President for Research and Graduate Studies may also convene formal meetings of the panel for the purposes of:

· Developing and participating in funding programs specifically designed to encourage entrepreneurship at the university; and/or

· Resolving disputes regarding ownership, royalty distribution, or any other issues that may impede the patent, licensing and marketing process.
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
