Mac OS X: Locking Your Computer Screen

If you want to stay logged into your computer while you are away from it, but need to prevent
others from using it, you can lock the screen. When you return to the computer, type your
name and password to continue working.

1. Click on the Apple Menu at the top left of the screen and select System Preferences from
the menu. Once the System Preferences window opens, click on Security.
