PROFESSIONAL DISSERTATION (PSI 998):  (6 credit hours required)

The table below provides a plan for completing the major tasks, including enrollment for credit in PSI 998, Professional Dissertation, and deadlines associated with completion of the Professional Dissertation. While the goal is to help students successfully navigate the dissertation process, consequences for not meeting each deadline are also spelled out in this plan.  It is each student’s responsibility to stay on track with the plan and meet with his/her dissertation chair to make progress toward completing the dissertation.  While specific deadlines are included in the plan, students should be working continuously on their dissertations during the program.

This plan provides structure for completing the dissertation process over Years 2, 3, and 4 of the program. The minimum number of credit hours in PSI 998 for graduation remains at 6 credit hours.
