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Brief Description:
Problem

Nurse Practitioner students are required to record their clinical interactions and are located through out Ohio. The faculty in the Online Family Nurse Program (FNP) have a need to monitor, preferably on a daily basis, the student’s learning process and to assess the type of patients, level of complexity of the patient, the procedures and therapeutics the student sue in the management of the patient, and the comfort level of the student with the management plan.  The faculty need to know: the number of patients seen by each student, the complexity of the patients seen, the amount of involvement the student had in determining the diagnosis and treatment and how confident the student was in providing care.  Because of the geographic dispersion of the program and the amount of time for students to enter this data, it is important that this be a web based server/computer/hand held computer solution.  

Solution

This invention provides Nurse Practitioner students a hand held system to record their clinical interactions which provides:

· Remote monitoring of student’s learning progress

· Real time adjustment of student’s clinical experience to match program goals

· Students ability to assess evidence-based standards of care

· Elimination of time consuming written documentation and entering of data.

Stage of Development: System has been used by 56 students with a 50 of the students reporting success.  It has been written for Palm OS and Window CE and the server portion is written in Java for maximum portability.
