Course Description


Introduction to two great thinkers in Western philosophy: Aristotle and Thomas Aquinas. This course will provide some general background information on each of these authors but will be primarily focused on Aristotle’s and Aquinas’ philosophical anthropology. We will, therefore, be examining the views of these two thinkers on such issues as the nature of human beings, the ontological status of the human soul, and the possibility of an afterlife.

Course Requirements





All students are required to actively participate in �classroom discussion, write in-class quizzes on the 


assigned readings,  and write one argumentative paper.








Participation: 	Attendance is obviously a prerequisite of participation, but does not alone constitute participation. To actively participate, you must ask questions and/or offer comments/insights/etc. Your participation grade will be determined according to the following scale:


Student participated about 90-100% of the time: 	 10/10	


Student participated about 75-89% of the time: 	8.5/10

Quizzes:	To ensure that students can actively participate in class discussion by having read the assigned material beforehand, there will be several in-class quizzes during the quarter. Each quiz will ask two or three questions about the assigned reading and will only require that the student have read the material, not that the student have necessarily understood what they read. Each quiz question will be graded out of 5 points. Your final grade for quizzes will be determined by adding the grades you received on each of the quizzes and translating that grade into a grade out of 55 points.  





Arg. Paper:	You are required to write one argumentative paper for this course. Instructions on how to write such a paper, how your paper will be graded, and what topics you can write about will be provided by the instructor. Your paper must be 5-7 pages in length (typed & double-spaced), be on an approved topic and submitted electronically (i.e., via email) by the due date. All papers are submitted to Turnitin.com for non-plagiarism verification. No paper that is not sent via email will be graded. 


Your argumentative paper can be rewritten for a better grade. A different due date for paper rewrites is included in the class schedule. You should turn in a paper copy of your rewrite with your original, graded paper by that date. No late rewrites will be accepted. No rewrites that do not have the original, graded paper attached will be graded. 


Your final grade for the paper will either be calculated by translating the average of your original paper and your rewrite into a grade out of 35 points or, if you did not submit a rewrite, translating the grade of your (one & only) paper into a grade out of 35 points.
