Course Description

Graduate introduction to Humanities I. This seminar is focused upon the notion of the body: its nature, representation, and the implications various notions of the body have for conceptions of human nature, sexual differentiation and gender. We will be examining the notion of the body from various perspectives within the humanities: historical, philosophical, theological, sociological and postmodern. 
Course Objectives

This seminar has two main objectives: 

(1) Provide the student with a background of knowledge on the notion of the body which can serve as a springboard for their own research within their primary academic discipline;  
(2) To develop the student’s reasoning, research and writing skills. 

Course Requirements


Students are required to write one major research paper, present their research to the class, come to the seminar regularly, and come to the seminar having read the assigned material beforehand.  

Attendance:
Any absence will reduce your grade by 2 points out of the 10 allotted for attendance unless you can substantiate a valid reason for missing the class. You will fail the course if you miss more than 5 classes.

Readings:
Coming to the seminar having carefully read the assigned material is essential. For each assigned reading, I will randomly call upon a student to summarize the main argument made. Each summary will be graded out of 5 points and the final grade for this requirement will be calculated by adding each of the individual grades together and then translating the total points received into a grade out of 20 points.
Paper: 
You are required to write a research-based argumentative essay on an approved topic. It must be 12-15 pages in length, typed and double-spaced. It must be submitted in electronic format (via email or on a disc) and must be written according to the MLA guidelines. A bibliography must accompany your paper and must include at least one scholarly monograph and at least three scholarly articles. 
You will have the opportunity to turn in a draft of your research-based argumentative paper for feedback. 
An instructions sheet on how to write an argumentative paper will be provided. You should also consult Maner’s The Research Process on how to use and incorporate research materials into your argumentative paper. 

Presentation:
You are required to present your research to the class. This is an opportunity for you to get more feedback on your research, this time from fellow students. Your presentation should be 10-12 minutes long. An 8-10 minute question & answer period will follow your presentation.  
An instructions sheet on how to make an excellent presentation will be provided and a presentation sign-up sheet will be circulated.
