· CORE

· OhioLINK governance and leadership

There have been many changes at OhioLINK recently, including the departure of long-time director, Tom Sanville, and the migration of OhioLINK’s Information Technology to the oversight of OARnet
· Library budget

Recent budget restrictions have resulted in the closure of the Fordham Health Sciences Library, a smaller University Libraries’ materials budget, and fewer library staff positions.
· Book collection on Dunbar 3rd floor

In order to consolidate the collections of the Fordham and Dunbar Libraries, many books have been removed from the Dunbar 3rd floor. More than ever before, the library has moved from being a storage space for materials to being an access provider to information and a space for students’ individual and group study and research. 
· Bound Journals

The Libraries bound journal collection has decreased in size as we have removed print volumes which are duplicated electronically and sent more of the older print volumes to remote storage.

· Unbound Journals
Current periodicals are now shelved with the bound periodicals in call number order.

· Group Study Room: 
The use of the Dunbar Group Study Room by study groups, tutors, faculty, and others just looking for a break continues to grow.  The Group Study Room offers WSU folks a coffee bar, popular magazines and books, a game collection, and lots of displays.
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
