What moved in the library and where did it go?
· Chemical Abstracts: in process to go to the depository

· Assorted small sets of spectra: moved from reference to depository

· Sadtler Standard Infrared Grating Spectra (119-volume set): indexes remain in Dunbar Reference; spectra volumes are on the 3rd Floor

· International Critical Tables: print volumes moved to the depository.  Available online and soon linked through WSU Libraries Catalog.
· Handbuch der Physik: moved from reference to the depository

· Some superseded books, such as “Circular 500:” moved to Dunbar 3rd Floor.  (“Circular 500’s” tables of thermodynamic properties are now available in the NIST Chemistry WebBook.)

· Mac OS X version of SciFinder Scholar will available from the library reserve desks or from me as soon as the duplicate CDs have been made. 
· CAS will retire  SFS 2002, 2004 and 2004.1 versions and all previous Mac versions on March 31, 2006
What’s happening with journals?
· Rising journal pricing is a big concern at WSU Libraries and in OhioLINK. For example, ACS announced in August that it would raise the 2006 subscription rate by 8%.  Although OhioLINK negotiated a better deal than that, this is only a temporary fix to the long-term problem of access to scholarly literature.  (In the meantime, Geochemical Transactions, published by the ACS Geochemistry Division and not the ACS Publications Division, has moved to an open access model with BioMed Central.)

· RSC asked for a 17% increase for the 2006 journals.  OhioLINK eventually decided to discontinue (as of January, 2006) subscriptions to the lowest-use journals in the RSC bundle, including: 
· Annual Reports on the Progress of Chemistry Section A (1)

· Annual Reports on the Progress of Chemistry Section B (23)

· Annual Reports on the Progress of Chemistry Section C (0)
· Faraday Discussions (3)
· CrystEngComm (1)
· More on RSC journals: at least one Chemistry Department member expressed concern at losing our subscription to one of these journals.  Please discuss with me the kind of access you need to these cancelled subscription so that we can try to meet that need.
· We now have online access to Environmental Toxicology and Chemistry (1996-current). This is also available through the UL Catalog.
· WSU will start an online subscription to Nature Materials in January, 2006.
