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What moved in the library and where did it go?
· Some reference books were moved to the third floor, some to the depository and some were withdrawn. (E.g., Minerals Yearbook withdrawn because available online at http://minerals.usgs.gov/minerals/pubs/myb.html.)
· Some print indexes were withdrawn (E.g., Geophysical Abstracts, which are duplicated in GeoRef)
· Some older government documents were withdrawn 
Online resources to replace withdrawn or moved sets: 
Many government-supported resources have moved to an online format. I am in the process of identifying these and linking them in the WSU Catalog, the UL Geology Research Guide or both.  Here are two examples:
· National geologic map database 
· Energy Citations Database (replaces and updates some Dept of Energy print indexes covering a variety of disciplines, including chemistry, physics, environmental science, geology and climatology)

· Online access to Environmental Toxicology and Chemistry (1996-current)    To get access to 1995 articles, use the UL Catalog.

· Vadose Zone Journal: starting in 2006, the WSU online subscription to VZJ will be current (no more 18-month blackout).
